E: Now I'd like to ask you a few questions about yourself. Are you a student?

S: Yes, I’'m student and studying in EdU and my major is Special, Special Education.

E: What will you do with your degree after you’ve finished?

S: I think I will be a teacher after I finished the degree. Before | study the degree, | have study
the Early Childhood Education. So, I think | will be the Early Childhood teacher when | finish
my degree programme.

E: Let's talk about free time activities. What do you like to do in your free time?

S: When my free time, | like to go shopping with my friend. When we shopping, we can go to
have a tea or lunch, so we can have some talk and know, know each other more, or we are
going ... we like going to take some beautiful photos so we can post on the Instagram or
Facebook, yeah.

E: Do you prefer to spend most of your free time indoors or outdoors?

S: | think most of the free time | will spending outdoor because when ... outdoor we have ... we
can go more place such as hiking or some place like ... at outdoor, we can take more beautiful
pictures.

E: What did you like to do in your free time when you were a child?

S: When I’m child, | remember that my mother and fathers always take ... took me to the park.
So, I'm playing in the park with my friend and | remember that I like playing with a dog, that is
my neighbour. So, | always go to park when I’'m child.

E: What do you plan to do in your free time this weekend?

S: 1 think this weekend I will stay at home because now go outside is not convenient. And so, |
think | prefer stay at home watching video, Netflix or YouTube.

E: Alright. Let's talk about travel now. Do you like to travel?

S: 1 very like travel. When I have summertime, | would always travel with my friend. |
remember that last summer, | go to Taiwan with my friend. There have many food that | was eat.
And also, I enjoy travel with my friend because we can play overnight. And my mother and
father would not distract me.
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E: When tourists come to your country, where do they like to go?

S: | think they would like to go Tsim Sha Tsui because there ... the view is very beautiful, and
they can took many photo on there ...

E: Is traveling abroad popular in your country?

S: | think it is popular because ...

E: That’s okay. Where would you like to go to travel to in the future?

S: In the future, | would want to go to Thailand because I think the weather is very good for me
to swimming and also | think the cost in there is not expensive, so | can pay it.
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E: Alright. I'm going to give you a topic. And I'd like you to talk about it for one to two minutes.
Before you talk, you'll have one minute to think about what you're going to say and you can
make some notes if you wish. You understand?

S: Mm-hmm.

E: Alright, I'd like you to talk about the type of clothing you like to wear. You've got one minute
to prepare now. (After one-minute preparation) Alright. Now, don't worry if | stop you, I'll tell
you when the time is up. Can you start speaking now, please?

S: Ithink ... I like wear some simple T-shirt because | think that it is ... it is easier for me to go
outside. I don't ... I don't use much time as ... spending much time to choosing what clothes I’m
wear. | just only wear the T-shirt so | can go outside to ... maybe shopping with my friend. Also,
| think different T-shirts that | can easier buy on the online or some shopping mall. So, I think
the T-shirt that ... when I ... it is comfortable for me. Also, I think that wear T-shirt that ... it is ...
do not need to spend much time to choosing the coat when | go outside, but this type of clothing
may not suitable in some important event, such as ... maybe | go to the wedding, I think it is not
polite if | wear this type of clothing.

E: Thank you.
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E: So, we've been talking about the type of clothing that you like to wear. And now I'd like to ask
you some more general questions related to that. So, let's consider designer clothing. Are
designer clothes popular in your country?

S: Design clothes?

E: Designer clothes.

S: Designer clothes ...

E: So, clothes with famous brand names. Are they popular in your country?

S: I think that it is now popular because some YouTuber, they have design the own branding in
Hong Kong, so they would use the YouTube channel ... their YouTube channel to sell the
clothing to us, so I think ... also, I think that it is the business, so more people would want to
earn the money so they may design some clothing that is ... they like, and also is suitable for
most youngest children or teenager. So, | think this is more popular in Hong Kong now.

E: Why do you think people like to wear clothes with famous brands?

S: I think that they want to ... it’s because that ... they think wear that clothes ... that they can
follow the, follow the trend. So, they would go to buy the clothes and wearing.

E: Do you think sometimes people worry too much about following the trend?

S: Oh, maybe this is common in teenager because they want to have more topic with friends. So
when they see their friends buy those clothes, they would want to buy it.

E: Let's turn now to the kind of clothes that people wear to work. Do you think that people make
judgments about their colleagues, because of the clothes they wear to work?

SiIf ...

E: So, when someone goes to work, dressed in a particular kind of way, do you think their
colleagues look at them and make judgments about them?

S: If they work ... they wear too sexy, or they wear not formula, | think people will have some
judgement because they think their wearing is not ... respect in those situation. They are not
wearing formula. So, | think some people will have judgement on their wearing.

E: Should people be forced to wear certain clothes to work? Is it okay for their employer to tell
them ‘you must dress in this particular way’?
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S: I think ... some job need to wear in particular way such as lawyer or, some people is doing
some business job, so they need to wear more formal than other job.

E: Has the way that people dress for work changed in recent times, do you think?
S: Change?

E: Do people dress a little bit differently now when they go to work, compared to 10 years ago or
20 years ago?

S: I think it is not much different. But I think nowaday that people wearing clothes ... it's not
formula ... not, not more formal than the people in the past. They would maybe focus more on
its ... wearing feel comfortable to wear.

E: Alright, thank you. That's the end of the test.
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
