Inappropriate word choice: 5 times (make a state of; formal dressing; a dressing style; same 

dressing style) 

Inappropriate collocation: 4 times (interview during workplace; studied … in Hong Kong 

Community College; a course of Business Marketing; have a … style with the whole team) 

Inappropriate word form: 3 times (symbol of professional; of serious and professional)
